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	 Strategy – Main Effort, Supporting Efforts (Priorities)

Initial main effort will be direct attack along fire edge threatening Pueblo Astrid Subdivision.  All available air assets will support main effort.  
Supporting efforts will be
(1) Hold the fire along Highway 4
(2) Prepare San Jacinto Road for a backfiring operation
(3) Develop protection plan for rare plant study area 

Future Intent

Once the subdivision is secure, the main effort will shift to a firing operation that will secure Highway 4 and then move along San Jacinto Road.  
Supporting efforts will be, (1) Mop up and patrol in the subdivision, (2) Initiate protection plan for rare plant study area. 

Once the firing operation is complete, the main effort will shift to mop up and patrol of the entire perimeter.  
Supporting efforts will be, (1) Secure the rare plant study area, (2) Maintain visible presence in the subdivision until fire is declared controlled. 
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
