6.0 LOGISTICS

Considerable travel time is expected for participants attending the Academy, with different facilities and locations used for training and prescribed fire projects. 

Logistical support is coordinated primarily through the Prescribed Fire Operations Specialist.  Field Coordinators serve as a liaison communicating closely with the Prescribed Fire Operations Specialist to ensure day-to-day logistical needs are met.  

Logistical support for cadre is coordinated primarily through the Lead Coordinator.  This support focuses primarily on courses.  Cadre members are responsible to make their own travel arrangements.

6.1 PROJECTS (HOSTS/PROCEDURE)

A project request from is completed by the home unit to request support form FUTA students.  This form should be faxed or emailed to the Prescribed Fire Operations Specialist.  The Prescribed Fire Operations Specialist will contact the home unit, prioritize requests, coordinate logistics, and schedule all field projects.

A copy of the project request form is located in Appendix 11, and is also posted on the FUTA web site. 

6.2 ALBUQUERQUE TRAINING FACILITY

Hotel lodging is provided for all FUTA participants while in Albuquerque—an individual room for each trainee.  Lodging for all students is reserved for 30-days to ensure a lower daily rate.  After 30-days students may be requested to check out of their hotel, based upon their schedule for the remainder of the Academy.  

Dual lodging is provided when students need to stay at an alternate location (away from Albuquerque) for the field portion of their training during the first 30-days of the Academy.  Several factors will influence students’ travel, including location of projects, weather, and burning opportunities.  Student’s on field assignments away from Albuquerque share lodging.

A copy of the dual lodging authorization is in Appendix 12.
6.3 PROJECT SITE LODGING AND MEALS

Lodging during field assignments vary.  While in travel status, there will be two people per room.  Depending on the situation, lodging may include government housing, military bases, camping, or motels.  Meals will be purchased at local restaurants, when they are not provided by the agency.  In remote locations, food will be purchased before moving to that location.  Field coordinators, assisted by the Prescribed Fire Operations Specialist, will ensure the students’ logistical needs are met.

6.4 VEHICLES AND EQUIPMENT

The NM BLM Training Specialist is the fleet manager.  Fleet and equipment to support field operations is will be available during the session.  Academy fleet may be completed by student’s agency owned vehicle.  This coordination is the responsibility of the Prescribed Fire Operations Specialist and Fleet Manager.  In rare cases where specialized equipment (helitorch, aerial ignition devices) is required, local units are required to provide it.  The Academy strives to minimize impacts on local units.
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
